In order to closely monitor student progress, teachers are using assignment guides created by Mr. Bedard. These assignment guides are a list of assignments students must complete in order to fully complete each class at the Academy. At the beginning of each class, the classroom teacher checks in with each student and assigns a lesson(s) for the day. It is the student’s responsibility to finish the assigned lesson(s) before the end of the day. If the student does not finish, they are expected to either stay after school or complete the assignment at home. I have broken down each class and have created a way to pace students through all of their required assignments. For example, if the expected time to complete English 12 is 45 days, I have broken down the minimum daily required assignments a student must finish in order to meet this requirement. If English 12 consisted of 45 lessons, the student would be required to complete a minimum of 1 lesson per day. At the end of 45 days the class will be complete. If students are taking an entire year to finish the English 12 class here at the Academy, it is defeating the purpose of using the GradPoint program. My advice to all parents is to ask the following 3 questions to your child every night.


What did you do in school today?


Did you finish your work?


Let me see it?





Parents can easily see and monitor progress at home by having their child log onto GradPoint. If parents help to stay on top of their child’s work at home, the more classes they will be able to make up this year. This will lead to graduation in a timely manner. We have had students excel at North Shore Community College, Marian Court College, and Universal Technical Institute. Your child could be he next to experience this success!!!!
