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Importance of a High School Diploma











According to the Massachusetts Census Bureau,


Census data show that earnings increase with a worker’s educational attainment. In Massachusetts, workers with a college degree earn wages that are 63 percent higher than workers with a high school diploma, while those with a degree beyond college earn more than twice as much as those with only a high school degree.
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Along with the shift in the workforce toward more college-educated workers, there were also wage increases for workers at all levels of education, as shown below. Nationally workers with lower levels of education saw only minimal increases (2 percent for those with some college), or in the case of those with a high school diploma or less, a wage decrease of 7 percent. Both in the U.S. and in the state, the greatest wage increase occurred for workers with a master’s degree or higher—32 percent and 40 percent increases respectively. These data also indicate that in addition to Massachusetts benefiting from a larger share of its workforce achieving higher levels of education and the accompanying higher wages, Massachusetts workers at every level of education saw faster wage growth than the national average.

The interview:


Be early.


Learn the name of your interviewer and greet him or her with a firm handshake.


Use good manners with everyone you meet. 


Relax and answer each question concisely.


Use proper English—avoid slang.


Be cooperative and enthusiastic.


Use body language to show interest—use eye contact and don’t slouch.


Ask questions about the position and the organization, but avoid questions whose answers can easily be found on the company Web site. 


Also avoid asking questions about salary and benefits unless a job offer is made.


Thank the interviewer when you leave and shake hands.


Send a short thank you note following the interview.

Social Security card and driver’s license.


Resume or application.
