According to the Massachusetts Census Bureau,


Census data show that earnings increase with a worker’s educational attainment. In Massachusetts, workers with a college degree earn wages that are 63 percent higher than workers with a high school diploma, while those with a degree beyond college earn more than twice as much as those with only a high school degree.
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In an effort the help our students obtain a college degree, we are visiting several local colleges over the next few months. In February, we will be visiting Endicott College. Endicott has recently established a 2 year Associates Degree program designed to help students that have struggled in high school. This program meets Monday –Friday 9am-12pm. At the end of the 2 year program, students will receive their Associates Degree. They will then have the option to continue on and receive a 4 year Bachelors from Endicott. Class sizes are held to a limit so students will be assured more attention from professors.  Students are currently working on several scholarship opportunities provided by the Simon Youth Foundation, East Boston Savings Bank, and Burtons Grill.
